BCCA publications — please help find the missing issues!

The B.C.C.A. has had two main types of publication: the Yearbooks and the Magazine. At some periods (late 1940s-early 1950s) there were also result sheets, a few of which survive.

Yearbooks were published in 1907-8 but we know of no copies in existence and would very much like to hear of where any might be found. So far as we are aware, there were no more until 1925.

Yearbooks then appeared annually to 1939 (the latter actually in January 1940) and reappeared in 1944. From 1967 they were bound with an issue of the ‘Correspondence Chess’ magazine. BCCA seeks copies of 1954 and 1957.

The British Correspondence Chess Association Magazine began in 1910 and issues 12-23 (October 1912-July 1918) were edited by Rev Griffiths. Then H. E. Matthews edited seven issues up to the end of 1923 by which time the association had decided it could not afford a regular magazine. In January 1921 there began an arrangement to have monthly reports in ’British Chess Magazine’, which continued to June 1957. However, special BCCA magazine issues were produced in January 1925, June 1927 and June 1931.

B.C.C.A. and I are urgently seeking copies of the following numbers: 1-2, 5-7, 9-11, 17-19. The library in Cleveland has the last six of these but says they cannot be copied because of the condition; we know of no copies in existence at all of numbers 1-2 and 5-7 so finding these and the first two Yearbooks are the highest priority.

After World War II, the Association’s membership grew and in 1949 The B.C.C.A. Magazine was relaunched, which in 1954 was retitled Correspondence Chess. I have copies of all these issues.
